This letter is in regard to Conductor A.L. Brehmer’s timeslip dated 5/17/07 with declination dated 6/8/07.  Mr. Brehmer’s timeclaim was a penalty claim submitted for the carrier failing to abide by applicable agreement.  The carrier used an inactive conductor off the Peru-Bellevue pool, and failed to deadhead the first out Peru conductor in Bellevue (Mr. Brehmer) upon the inactive conductor’s arrival in Bellevue.  The inactive conductor (A.W. Dannegger) arrived on train 272L614 in Bellevue at 6:25 a.m. on 5/7.  Mr. Brehmer was first out and should have been deadheaded to Peru.  However, Mr. Brehmer was left in Bellevue until called at 8:10 a.m. for train 17KL607.
Article 56-C Sec. 4(c) of the Wabash Road Agreement is the applicable agreement in this instance.  Due to the violation of said agreement, I ask that Mr. Brehmer’s penalty timeclaim for 8 hours be paid immediately.
